1. Information about the funding Programme
The 2007-2013 ENPI CBC Mediterranean Sea Basin Programme is a multilateral Cross-Border Cooperation initiative funded by the European Neighborhood and Partnership Instrument (ENPI). The Programme objective is to promote the sustainable and harmonious cooperation process at the Mediterranean Basin level by dealing with the common challenges and enhancing its endogenous potential. It finances cooperation projects as a contribution to the economic, social, environmental and cultural development of the Mediterranean region. The following 14 countries participate in the Programme: Cyprus, Egypt, France, Greece, Israel, Italy, Jordan, Lebanon, Malta, Palestine, Portugal, Spain, Syria (participation currently suspended), Tunisia. The Joint Managing Authority (JMA) is the Autonomous Region of Sardinia (Italy). Official Programme languages are Arabic, English and French (www.enpicbcmed.eu).
2. General information about the project
The International Augmented Med (I AM) project is an international cooperation project involving fourteen partner organizations in seven countries around the Mediterranean Sea. It is funded by the 2007-2013 ENPI CBC Mediterranean Sea Basin Programme. The 14 partners exchange expertise, support each other with technical assistance and develop joint activities to provide innovative services to the tourism sector in each of their countries.  By supporting this key sector, they will assist economic development in the region.

I-AM aims:

The project will last three years from 2012 to 2015. It aims to bring together experts in two fields, IT/multimedia and heritage/tourism in a cross-sector cooperation system. Experts will cooperate to develop applications to enhance the visitors’ experience of natural and cultural heritage sites. It focuses on the use of Augmented Reality (AR), multimedia and interactive techniques. Activities include training workshops, Augmented Reality festivals and pilot AR applications for one heritage site in each of the 7 participating countries to demonstrate the potential of these applications.
The I-AM project involved partners from seven countries : Italy, Spain, Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon, Palestine, and Tunisia, with a total budget of € 3.060.650 in which ENPI CBC MED contribution is (90%)  € 2.754.583

Project start/end: 20 October 2012 – 19 October 2015

Scope

In order to sustain the impact of the projects’ outcomes, Bibliotheca Alexandrina is intending to repeat its main activity, the project pilot, (a video mapping show that took place on the façade of the B.A conference centre)  through a subcontracting service contract.
“Bibliotheca Alexandrina”is responsible to subcontract the service provider co. to take over all the logistic related to creating, displaying as well as the needed technical assistance and the video/photography documentation of the second pilot project (for detailed description of commitments, please refer to Tasks section). The decision concerning the awarded service provider will be taken according to the criteria of competences, taking into account the exclusion criteria and the eventual assessments.
3. Tasks.
The Subcontracted Co. will be responsible for 3 stages of implementation as follows:
· Pre pilot 

· Creation of the new pilot (pilot assistant services)
· Publicity and visibility of the pilot event (under the supervision of the BA communication manager)
· Promoting the idea of the project and its new technology ( at least one possible future funder is to be involved)

· Pilot day

· Presentation of the new pilot (technical assistance services)

· Secure the needed operating equipment (projectors, visual and sound effects) 

· Video documentation of the event 
· Post pilot 
· Monitoring and evaluation services of the event (through a quantified statistical analysis report and an outcome evaluation survey)
4. Budget
The allocated budget for this assignment is 80000 euro. For offers exceeding this amount an accepted justification has to be presented. 

5. Exclusion criteria

Tenderers will be excluded from participation in this procurement procedure if: 

(1) they are bankrupt or being wound up, are having their affairs administered by the courts, have entered into an arrangement with creditors, have suspended business activities, are the subject of proceedings concerning those matters, or are in any analogous situation arising from a similar procedure provided for in national legislation or regulations; 

(2) they have been convicted of an offence concerning their professional conduct by a judgment which has the force of res judicata; 

(3) they have been guilty of grave professional misconduct proven by any means which the Beneficiary can justify; 

(4) they have not fulfilled obligations relating to the payment of social security contributions or the payment of taxes in accordance with the legal provisions of the country in which they are established or with those of the country of the Beneficiary or those of the country where the contract is to be performed; 

(5) they have been the subject of a judgment which has the force of res judicata for fraud, corruption, involvement in a criminal organisation or any other illegal activity detrimental to the Communities' financial interests; 

(6) they are currently subject to an administrative penalty referred to in section 2.3.5 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EC external actions. 

Exclusion from award of contracts 
Contracts may not be awarded to tenderers which, during the procurement procedure are found to be guilty of misrepresentation in supplying the information required by the Beneficiary as a condition of participation in the contract procedure or fail to supply this information.

Tenderers must certify that they are not of the situation above filling the declaration of honour attached to this invitation.

6. Award criteria
6.1 Pre-requirements

1. Participation in tender procedures is open on equal terms to all the persons of the Member State and the States and territories of regions expressly covered and/or allowed by the Financial Regulation, the basic legislation or other instruments governing the aid programme under which the grant is being financed. Tenderers must state, in the tender, the country of which they are nationals by presenting the usual proof of nationality under their national legislation (national registration number ).

2. Availability to the end of project’s implementation period (19 October 2015).

6.2 Selection criteria
1. Demonstrated professional experiences in the fields of the requested services.
2. At least five years of operating with a minimum of 2 years in services related to the cultural sector.
3. Proven experience in  statistical and surveying reporting 
4. Price-quality ratio.
The offer evaluation is confidential; the deliberations are held in a closed session and its decisions are collective. The evaluation reports and written records are for official use only and may not be communicated to the tenders nor any party other than Bibliotheca Alexandrina. The contract will be awarded to the most economically advantageous tender (best price-quality ratio). All requests to participate and tenders declared as satisfying the requirements and criteria announced in advance will be evaluated by a committee.
