Description

The aim of the course is to contribute to the capacity building process on health and safety in mining sector, in underground operation and in risk analysis and remediation of landfill mining of the selected beneficiary countries.

Themes

The course will focus on the following topics:

· General aspects related to hazards and dangers in industrial sector;
· Hazards and dangers in mines, quarries and mineral processing plants;
· Monitoring and safety systems; 

· Safe design of work places, organization of mining activities, workmen management;
· Environmental aspects related to mining activities;
· Mining brownfield remediation technologies;
· Waste management; 

· Risk Analysis: theory and software tools;
· Evaluation of case studies proposed by the participants related to risk assessment.
Expected Output
The aims of the course will be the following:
· Transfer of technology and know-how in the health and safety mining and environmental sectors;
· Transfer of technology and know-how on risk analysis;
· Increased level of skilled technicians and decision makers in the countries;

· A multidisciplinary and more systematic understanding of the environmental impacts of specific activities;

· Increased awareness of participating authorities and companies to promote health and safety and the inclusion of environmental aspects, as part of their routine activities;

· Greater skills and capacity at counterpart and support institutions to undertake training and upgrading projects.
Course format

The course will consist of lessons, field visits, group-learning activities and case study reports provided by the participants.

Eligibility

The course is open to a limited number of participants from South Mediterranean, Middle Eastern and Balkan countries and it aims at university researchers, professors and graduate students, decision makers, mid-career technologists, and professionals from public authorities and companies involved in the management of health, safety, risk assessment and environmental problems related to mine site rehabilitation, reclamation and/or closure.
Candidates committed to presenting technical papers or case studies based on their personal or institutional activities will be given priority.

Application

The selection of participants will be made by a committee composed by experts, based on the academic background, professional experience and evaluation of case study abstracts submitted by the applicant.
Course Venue

The Course will be held at Cagliari University, c/o AUSI Monteponi, Iglesias, Sardinia, Italy.

Logistics and Administration

- Forgea International will manage air travel expenses (by the most economical, direct route) from the originating country to Cagliari Elmas Airport. Details will be given through invitation letters to the admitted candidates.
